Kaiser Aluminum confirms by routine testing and/or periodic surveys that aluminum alloy products it produces, with the exception of 6262 and 2011, are in compliance with RoHS, European Union Directive 2002/95/EC, specifically with regard to the maximum concentration values (MCV) established for the six substances in the directive (see table below). Lead is added as an alloying element in 6262 and 2011 at levels higher than the 0.4% MCV allowed by the directive. Except Lead in the case of 6262 and 2011, no listed substances are used in the manufacturing of any aluminum alloy products by Kaiser.
